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MORE FACTS OF LIFE AT KUPER ACADEMY

Uniforms: Kuper Academy has two types of school uniforms. The official uniform is a navy skirt (for girls) or navy dress pants (for boys), white shirt, school tie and Kuper navy blazer. The informal wear consists of a navy monogrammed Kuper jogging suit worn with a Kuper polo shirt. Specific uniforms are worn on specific days. These items must be purchased at the Kuper store.

School Hours: The children are expected to be at school no later than 7:55 am. There is playground supervision starting at 7:30 am. Classes, according to grade levels, end between 2:50 and 3:10 p.m.
Lunch: There are two options for lunch at Kuper. Parents may send a hearty lunch along with their child or they may participate in a hot lunch program offered by a catering service beginning in late September. Menus and prices are published each month. All students are to remain in the school for the entire day. 

Homework Policy: Homework is an integral part of the educational program offered by Kuper Academy. It is intended to reinforce classroom work and practice newly acquired skills. Parents, teachers and students work together to develop good study habits and a responsible attitude towards homework. 
Student Behavior: Our students are expected to conduct themselves in a manner that shows consideration for the rights of others, moral integrity and responsibility for their own actions. It is imperative that children be responsible at all times for their classroom behavior and school work.
